Jerry Moskus, executive vice 
president of educational serv-
ices, said the problem was caus-
ed by a number of factors.

Did you ever wonder where your activity fees go? 
Each year, the Boone Campus Student Action Board (SAB),in 

conjunction with its budget committee, recommends a budget for 
disbursement of student activity fees collected during the year. 

For the 1987-88 school year, full-time students pay $14.25 per 
semester for activity fees, while part-timers pay $3.80 per 
semester. 

The fees,are then used to help fund student activities, clubs, 
athletics, drama, The Bear Facts and other areas. 

Following is the activity fees budget for the fiscal year July 1, 
1987 through June 30, 1988.The projected income is based on 510 
full-time students and 235 part-timers.

Explanation of Accounts 

The budgeted funds for Campus RecreatiodIntramuraIs is 
available for purchase or replacement of supplies and equipment 
for recreation events. 

Each club is awarded a sum of not more than 3% of the allocated 
budget per semester, intended to promote total student body 
oriented activities. Clubs are encouraged to represent the collegein 
respective state and national organizations when possible. 

Funds for intercollegiate athletics are administered by the 
athletic director. Funded by the athletic budget are men's and 

, women's basketball, baseball and softball. Charges to the budget 
include transportation, meals, lodging, equipment, officials, in: 

1 surance, scholarships, advertising. recruitment, rent and postage. 
Athletics involve approximately 100 students who compete in 
nearly 130 contests annually. ! 

The Student Action Board account is used for costs of activities 
sponsored by SAB. Special events usually include a fall get-' together for new students to meet returning ones, a Christmas 
dance, a Homecoming dance and the annual pig roast. 

Funds for the cheerleaders and drill team are administered by an 
advisor. Charges include transportation, equipment, recruitment, 
practice sessions and mini-workshops with the ISU Pep Council. 

Allocation of funds for the student newspaper, The Bear Facts, 
covers expenses for equipment, materials and printing. 

Drama budget expenditures include royalties, scripts, costume 
rental, properties and equipment replacement. 

The honorary society charges are for honors pins and a recogni-
tionlinitiation dinner for full-time students who have completed 
three semesters of college work with a GPA of 3.25 and 3.50 or 
higher.

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Know The Fads About Alcohol Hours You 
Should Know 

With the fourth annual Na-
tional Collegiate Alcohol 
Awareness Week, Oct. 19-25, 
now past, here is some informa-
tion about alcohol consumption 
that may be of interest to 
Boone Campus students. 

To be responsible, everyone 
needs to know facts, not myths 
about alcohol. 

Far too many accidents are 
caused by young people who 
get behind the wheel of a car 
thinking, "I'm fine:I only had a 
few beers." 

Such misinformation is all too 
often deadly. 

Maybe that's why 50% of all 
driving fatalities are caused by 
drunk drivers. And why two-
thirds of all those arrested for 
DWI "just had a few beers," 

These common sense college 

survival tips may also save 
lives during the school year: 

Don't drive after your next 
tailgate party or happy hour -
whether you've had beer, wine 
or distilled spirits. One 
American dies in an alcohol-
related traffic accident every 35 
minutes. It 's better to walk an 
extra mile or spend the night a t  
a friend's than risk taking lives 
on the road. 

Eat something - never drink 
on an empty stomach. Eat be-
fore you go to a party, eat while 
you're there. Solid food like 
cheese can slow down the alco-
hol absorption rate. If you're 
throwing a party, serve lots of 
munchies and plenty of mixers. 

Don't be pushed into drink-
ing more than you can handle 

and don't pressure your friends 
to keep up with you. Everyone 
has an individual tolerance. Let 
your friends pace themselves. 

Keep a watchful eye: Cock-
tails should contain no more 
than 1%ozs. of distilled spirits. 
Wine is commonly no more 
than a 5 oz. serving and a 
typical serving of beer is 1 2 . 0 ~ ~ .  
If you're mixing your own 
drink, use a shot glass to 
measure the liquor. 

Know yourself and your 
mood. If you rarely drink, chug-
ging a few beers will affect you 
faster than it would affect 
someone who is accustomed to 
drinking. Your mood can also 
influence the way you react to a 
drink. If you're depressed over 
a test, drinking will depress you 

further. 
Here are some common and 

dangerous myths about alcohol 
that should be dispelled: 

Myth No. 1: You can pace 
yourself by switching from liq-
uor to beer or wine. Wrong. You 
consume the same amount of 
alcohol - and can get just as 
drunk - from common servings 
of beer, wine and liquor. 

Myth No. 2: Coffee can sober 
you up if you're drunk. Wrong 
again. Coffee may wake you up, 
but it won't sober you up. If 
you drink one too many and 
then have a cup of coffee and 
drive, you are just a wide-awake 
drunk behind the wheel. Also, 
taking a cold shower won't do 
the trick either.
