p plan your education 

Here are some pointers for 

Boone Campus students a s  you 
plan your education after 
DMACC. 

Keeping the same advisor a t  
Boone Campus, using the cata- 
log from the college where you 
plan to  transfer and remember- 
ing that you should ask ques- 
tions, should all make planning 
your transfer much easier. 

Initially, you should take 
note of when you must apply 
for graduation. At DMACC. 
you must complete a gradua-
tion application a t  midterm of 
the semester before you plan to  
graduate. 

For example, those planning 
to graduate a t  the end of sum- 
mer term, 1988, should have 
filled out a graduation applica- 
tion by midterm of spring se- 
mester, March 8. 

(A student must have a cumu- 
lative GPA of 2.0 or higher to  
be approved for graduation.) 

Secondly, remember it is us- 
ually best to  remain with one 
advisor throughout your tenure 
a t  DMACC. Advisors and coun- 
selors make suggestions and 
recommendations only. They 
don't tell you what you have to  
take, unless certain courses are 
required for admission a t  your 
transfer school. 

If your advisor recommends a 
course and you have a question, 
be sure to ask. I t  is possible 

your advisor may misunder-
stand you. For example, you 
may tell your advisor you don't 
know what your major will be 
when you transfer, but you say 
you're "leaning" toward busi- 
ness a t  ISU. Your advisor may 
then recomend a certain course. 
Then, you may seek advice 
from a different advisor and say 
you're interested in the educa- 
tion dept. a t  UNI. That advisor 
probably suggests different

courses. Do you see the situa- 
tion you may create for yourself 
and the advisors? Please, ask 
questions! 

Remember, it's your educa- 
tion! You need to  have a lot of 
input and ask a lot of questions! 

Also, use the catalog from the 
college or university where you 
plan to transfer. Learn what's 
required in your major area, 
and then plan what classes to 
take a t  Boone Campus.
