Many groups of people 
watch the night skies in an 
attempt to capture a craft, or 
better yet, one of those piloting 
the UFO on video.

You're resume is your 
introduction. It's the first 
thing the employer will know 
about you, and if it's not 
right, if it doesn't present 
you in a way that will invite 
a personal interview, it's the 
only thing the employer will 
know about you. The 
following article will cover 
basic do's and don't's in 
writing and presenting 
resumes.

According to one recruiting 
expert "The mechanics of the 
resume is important because 
my biggest concerns are 
about verbal and written 
communication skills. There 
is no excuse for a spelling 
error. This is a competition 
and the information should be 
done correctly." Other clues 
that the experts give are to 
have someone else proof read 
your resume and to always 
use a spellchecker. 

Find out exactly whom 
you are sending the resume 
to, and get their title right.

Cover letters 

Cover letters follow the 
same rules as a resumes. 
Almost all should only be one 
page and consist of three 
paragraphs. The first 
paragraph tells why you are 
contacting the company, what 
type of job you are looking 
for and explain your 
objective. The second 
paragraph explains skills that 
the candidate has developed 
and how it relates to the job 
that they are seeking. The 
last paragraph tells where the 
candidate can be reached. It 
is very important that the 
student be able to write and 
communicate thoughts and 
ideas clearly and concisely. 

Your resume should 
reflect who you are. It 
i d e n t i f i e s  i m p o r t a n t  
information about your 
capabilities. Always be 
100% truthful in your 
resume. If you are ever 
c a u g h t  i n  a n y  
misrepresentation of your 
background, even after you 
are hired, you could be fired 
from your job. Update your 
resume frequently so you will 
always be ready if an 
opportunity presents itself. 
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
