Vern and Virginia decided to go Brazilian and occupy some space
at Café Beaudelaire at 2504 Lincolnway in Ames. The atmosphere
was intimate with small tables on three sides of the room with a bar on
the west side. Vern felt that the atmosphere was “"rustic Brazilian"
with a ceiling fan and ferns hanging in the center of the room
(Virginia said that it looks like a botanical center). Decorative
umbrellas hang above the bar area and native music screnaded us.
The temperature was a little chilly because they had a window open to
vent the cigarette smoke. You would not want to drop anything on the
floor as it was dirty.

We were given a choice of either breakfast or lunch when we
arrived on Sunday at about 1:00 p.m. The menus are on recycled
paper "plasticated” on wood. Selections were limited with only four
breakfast choices ranging in price from $3.95 to $4.95. Lunch
selections consisted of six main items and four saladas ranging in
price from $3.95 to $5.50 each. Refreshing fruit juices made to order
is one of their specialties. They come in junior size, vitamin (vanilla
ice cream and milk), and double combo (two fruits).

Virginia had the house special called The Beaudelaire Bauru. This
was a combination of meat (six choices), eight toppings (including
corn, peas, chopped onion and black olives), and a fried egg on a 5-
inch square wheat bun (Vern says that the "square" part fits Virginia
toaT).

Vern had garlic spaghetti and Virginia couldn't get close to him all
afternoon. It was basically spaghetti with butter, garlic, and herbs.

The drink choices were very good including a large selection of
coffee-related beverages. It appeared to be a coffee gourmet's paradise.
Virginia was ecstatic that water came with lemon in it.

Desserts were interesting as well. - The waitress described teramusu
which sounded like a scrumptious Oreo cookie crust with cheesecake
in the middle and whipped cream on the top. The chocolate pudding
cake intrigued Vernon.

Hours are 7:30 a.m. to midnight on Sunday, 7:30 a.m. to 1:30 a.m.
Monday through Thursday, and 7:30 a.m. to 2:00 a.m. on Fridays and
Saturdays.

Café Beaudelaire is one of those places you have to try once in
awhile, but it's not a restaurant to put on the "regular" list.
