Women’s basketball rises from ashes after two years

This season isn't the first year of var-
sity basketball for the DMACC women;
however, little is known about the history
of women's basketball at DMACC.
DMACC women's basketball began in
1977 under head coach Lynda Johnson.
The first victory for the DMACC women
came on Dec. 4, 1978 against Council
Biuffs.

In 1982, DMACC named Dick Criner
as the new women's basketball coach. The
team started the 1982-83 season with a 5-1
rccord and finished with a 13-14 win-loss
record. The team won the conference with
a 7-1 record. The tcam had three double-
digit scorers in Sherry Fisher (18 points),
Lisa Bell (15 points) and Canda Ott (14
points).

During the 1983-84 season, the Bears
finished with a 16-7 record and in the
1984-85 scason went 12-13 overall with a
10-8 record against other Iowa junior col-
leges. Linda Knapp, who averaged 23
points per game and Felicia Murillo, who
averaged 15 points a game during this sea-
son, led the Bears. Knapp also had a cou-
ple of games where she scored over 40
points.

The Bears would face a rebuilding pe-
riod as the team was hit hard by the 1985
DMACC graduation. Julie Neiland, who
averaged 16 points a game, led the Bears
in scoring during the 1985-1986 season.
The Bears also had a tough time recruiting
players at this time.

According to former head coach Dick
Criner, "When parents and recruits came
for a visit, they wanted to know that they
would have a place to eat and sleep.

DMACC finally got a food service pro-
gram, but until a housing complex is built,
it will be hard to attract out-of-state re-
cruits. Most of our recruits were local,
such as from Boone, Ogden, and Madrid."

The 1990-1991 scason was one of tran-
sition as women's basketball went from 6
on6to 5on5. In 1992-1993, the Bears
went 8-10, but the next couple of years
were tough as key injuries hurt them. In
the 1995-1996 season, the Bears went 7-17
in Criner's last season. He finished with a
200-230 career record at DMACC, making
him the winningest and losingest coach in
DMACC women's basketball history.

The Bears then opened the 1996-1997
season with a ncw athletic director and
head coach in Terry Jamieson. As the head
coach he struggled becausc the tcam was
very big in numbers. Kim Carlson became
hcad coach in 1997 when Jamieson had to

take over as head coach for the men's team.
The Bears again struggled and because
there wasn't enough interest to make up a
viable team, the women's program became
a club sport in 1998. The club sport pro-
gram lasted for two years and was then
cancelled. Enough interest was created in
1999 for a decision to be made to have
women's basketball a varsity sport again.
After Orv Salmon took over as the new
athletic director this past spring, Bob
Terrones was named the new women's
basketball coach. The team is off to the
best start (5-0) in DMACC womcn's bas-
ketball history. A couple of weeks ago the
DMACC women charged back from 12
points down to force overtime, they then
dominated the overtime period for the win.
Fans now attending the games will sec the
women DMACC Bears making history.

Washington, D.C. - Hostelling
International- American Youth Hostels
(HI- YAH) opened a world-class, state-of-
the-art 500-bed in Chicago in October. The
J. Ira & Nicki Harris Family Hostel,
housed in a renovated 1886 loft building at
24 East Congress Parkway, is bringing its
college student friendly concept to down-
town Chicago. It is within walking dis-
tance to many Chicago attractions,
including Grant Park, the Art Institute, the
Field Museum, Shedd Aquarium and the
Magnificent Mile.

The hostel offers inexpensive dormi-
tory-style accommodations for travelers of
all ages. It provides separatc quarters for
males and females and private family
rooms that can be reserved in advance.

The hostel has 24-hour access, a large
self-service kitchen, dining room, on-site
café, laundry facilities, Internet access,
and information and tickets for select
Chicago attractions. The overnight fee for
HI members starts at $22 (plus tax), a frac-
tion of hotel rates. Daily programs and
special activities are offered to hostel
guests, ranging from free walking tours to
low-cost sailboat rides on Lake Michigan.
The hostel also has a reduced fee program
for individuals and groups of limited in-
come.

On the second floor of the hostel is a
Student Center that provides a variety of
services to Chicago-area college students,
as well as the approximate 75,000 interna-
tional visitors that will be passing through
over the next year. The Center provides
comprehensive information services,
workshops on travel, and exhibitions and

performances by local students.

The Student Center will also offer "a
taste of international travel" through dis-
cussion nights, speakers and other ex-
change events that involve the hostel's
intemnational guests. Other Student Center
facilities include a multi-purpose room,
meeting and conference rooms, lounge
areas and a communications room with
Internet access.

Hostelling International-Chicago at the
J. Ira & Nicki Harris Family Hostel is one
of the largest hostels in the world. The hos-
tel was so named to honor the very gener-
ous contribution of the J. Ira and Nicki
Foundation to this project.

The City of Chicago and Mayor Richard
M. Kaley have given the Chicago Hostel
Project unprecedented support. According
to Mayor Daley, "The city of Chicago is
proud to be a supporter of the Chicago
Hostel, which will encourage thousands of
young intemational visitors to enjoy our
institutions and natural resources, get to
know us as the welcoming people we are,
and learn why Chicago is one the greatest
cities of the world."

Groundwater exposed to many pollutants

As college students, almost all of us are
on tight budgets. So why do many of us
spend our hard-eamed money on bottled
water? The quality and cleanliness of tap
water is becoming a great concern.

Ground water is water found in the
spaces and cracks between the particles of
soil, sand, gravel, and bedrock. As part of
a continuous cycle called the "hydrologic
cycle," ground water is exposed 10 many
pollutants.

In the hydrologic cycle, water is in con-
tinuous motion through the oceans, atmos-
phere, and land. Water evaporates back
into the atmosphere from the oceans,
rivers, and lakes. It then retumns to the
carth's surface as rain, snow, or hail. When
precipitation falls, it may evaporate di-
rectly into the atmosphere, be absorbed by
plants or seep into the ground. Water en-
tering the soil can remain near the soil sur-
face to evaporate or be taken in by plants.
Ground water fills the spaces between soil
particles and rock. Close to the land sur-
face, the spaces are pattly filled with water
and partly filled with air Ground water
moves slowly through soil spaces or rock
fractures compared to surface flow. Most
ground water flow is measured in inches
per day or feet per year.

Natural ground water quality varies
widely from place to place. Water quality

is affected by rock or soil particles moving
along its path. The most common natu-
rally occurring substances found in ground
water are calcium, magnesium, fluoride,
iron, and sulfate. Generally, these do not
cause problems. However, they can cause
undesirable traits, such as unpleasant taste,
odor or hardness to the water.

Ground water becomes polluted when
foreign substances become dissolved in
water at the land's surface. Because
ground water moves slowly, detection of
pollution may take time. Often contami-
nation becomes widespread before it is de-
tected. So even after the contamination
has stopped, the aquifer may take years to
cleanse itself.

Human activity on land can also affect
ground water quality. Some agricultural
practices can add nitrates and pesticides to
ground water. Residential areas with sep-
tic systems may add bacteria, viruses, and
chemicals to the ground water flow.
Gasoline storage areas (including service
stations) tend to have leaks, and their con-
tamination seeps into the underground
water supply. The largest impact comes
from areas of heavy chemical usage --
places such as landfills or improperly con-
structed water wells, which mix surface
and ground water.

Protecting our ground water from con-
tamination requires management and co-
operation by citizens and the government.

People should be informed about the effect
their actions may have on ground water
and how we can all protect this precious
natural resource.

High expectations,
big disappointment

When a book is chosen to be in Oprah's
Book Club it usually means that it will be
an above average book. River, Cross My
Heart is a member of the club and is far
from being above average. in fact it would
be a complement to call it an average
book.

Breena Clarke's first novel places the
climax on the first page, something that is
very difficult to perfect, especially if there
is only one climax since it leaves very lit-
tle to build up to.
