Course Description: This course “offers the student basic concepts in human anatomical structure with relation to body functions.  The course covers all major body systems with emphasis on structure.  This accompanying lab will reinforce lecture with cat dissection.”  This description comes directly from the DMACC course catalog.  I would like to also add that this description by emphasizing that it is a survey of the major body parts which will require a lot memorization and association on your part.

Lectures:  When lecturing I assume a certain amount of interest in this class and I have certain expectations which may be high.  However, I do not assume previous knowledge on your part of the subject material.  So I will cover the material thoroughly but the pace will be brisk given the amount of material.  The only way to stay on top of the material is to spend time outside of class reviewing this material and becoming familiar with it.

Class Rules:  1)  No Food, drink, tobacco or gum can be permitted in the classroom.  This classroom also serves as a lab and OSHA and DMACC regulations stipulate that they are not to be allowed in the class.  2)  Cell Phones MUST be turned off and put away before class.  They are an incredible annoyance to me and your fellow students when they go off during lecture.  Accidents happen but if phones continue to go off during class I will ask you to leave the classroom.  This rule extends to the use of cell phones to text message or play games.  If you can only occupy your time in class by texting or playing games then please do it somewhere else other than my class.  3)  Laptops are allowed in my class as facilitators of the class for you.  That is, you may use a laptop computer to help take notes or look up class material.  They are not to be used to play games, surf the internet or instant message others while in my class.  4) Any other behaviors that are disruptive to the class that are not listed above are still subject to being asked to leave the classroom.  I take the business of your education seriously and so should you.

Web Enhancement:  This course uses a webpage that is listed at the beginning of this syllabus.  It will be used by me to post notes, announcements, grades, discussion questions, etc.  You will find it to be a very valuable resource to your success in this class.
