This Study Guide/Journal constitutes the class participation portion of your final course grade.

1. Each day, as you come to class, you will pick up a form, which you will submit at the end of that class period.  You will take notes on terms and information about composers and compositions presented during that class period.  You may include questions about information that is not clear.  This is your study guide to use when you study for the next test. 
2. Class attendance records will be based on the Study Guide/Journals that are received at the end of each class period.

3. I will read, comment on as needed, score your work, and will return it to you the next day the class meets.

4. How this activity affects your final course grade: there are 30 days during the semester to which a portion of the course text is assigned. You receive 13 points towards your final course grade for each of the 30 journal submissions for a total of 390 points possible on the Study Guide/Journal entries. Those 390 points represent approximately 49% of the points on which your final course grade is based.  How many of those points your journal entries earn will be determined by how thoroughly you cover the information that is presented during the class AND how legible it is.
