Explanation of
Assignments

QUIZZES: There will be 14 quizzes, one after each episode except for 15 (it will be
included in the final). The four (4) lowest quizzes will be dropped and 10 of them will
count toward your final grade. Due to this policy, no make-up quizzes will be allowed.

FINAL EXAMS: The Oral Final Exam will be a 10-minute interview that you and a
partner will do with me. It is scheduled for Thursday, July 31° during class time, but you
will sign up for time slots closer to the end of the semester. Additional information will be
provided as the semester progresses. The Written Final Exam is comprehensive. It will
include material from episodes 1-15. It is scheduled for Tuesday, August 4th from
10:15 am to 12:15 pm.

CLASS PARTICIPATION (& ATTENDANCE): Class participation includes being
prepared, volunteering, paying attention, asking for help when you need it, and being a
positive member of class. Students will receive up to 10 points per class period for
attending AND participating. You are allowed four (4) absences without penalty during
the semester. After that, absences will result in loss of participation points. You can
ensure the best participation grade (and gain the most from class!) possible for yourself
by staying involved with the class, participating in class discussions, asking appropriate
questions, and doing all the activities in class, even if you feel that your Spanish is not as
good as that of others. As such, excessive absences will adversely affect your
ability to participate, and in turn, the participation portion of your grade.

WORKBOOK & OTHER HOMEWORK: Your workbook pages are bound into the
worktext with the rest of your book. As such, the assigned Workbook pages for each
episode will be reviewed on the day of that quiz, and you will receive credit for the
completed pages If you are absent on the day of the quiz, you will need to make
arrangements before the quiz date or NO LATER THAN one class period after the quiz,
unless other arrangements are made ahead of time with me, in order to get credit for
your completed workbook pages. There may be other graded homework, videos, pop
quizzes, etc., throughout the course that are not listed on the syllabus.

Missed quizzes

Due to the fact that four (4) quizzes do not count toward your final grade, no make-up
quizzes will be allowed. If you are absent on a quiz day, you can count it as a dropped
quiz.

Late assignments

In general, late daily work assignments will not be accepted. However, if you need to be
absent on the day of a quiz, you may arrange with me IN ADVANCE to receive credit for
workbook pages. You should plan to do this before the quiz date or NO LATER THAN
one class period after the quiz, unless we make special arrangements.

Extra credit

There will be bonus points offered throughout the semester.

Study
Expectations

Language learning is a cumulative process that requires effort and preparation. Much of
the learning must take place outside of the classroom and in addition to class time. This
means that you need to plan to spend 1-2 hours outside of class time for every
hour of class. Language learning is yet another part of life from which you get back what
you put into it.

It is crucial for your success as a language learner that you come prepared to
class by studying the materials in advance, doing the workbook pages as we go along,
and participating actively in class.
